Some verbs go with the gerund or the infinitive and there is no difference in meaning:
She started to work there in 2014. = She started working there in 2014.
Some other verbs that can be used in both: begin, can't bear, can't stand, continue, hate, love, prefer

Verbs with differences between gerund and infinitive:


1. 
2. Stop: 
a. Stop to do = you stop one activity because you want or need to do another activity
b. Stop doing = you are doing something and then you stop


3. Remember:
a. Remember to do = you remember you need to do something and then you do it
b. Remember doing = you do something and then you remember it later

4. Forget:
a. Forget to do = you don't do something that you intended to do
b. Forget doing = you did something, but now you don't remember it


5. Like:
a. Like to do = you do something because you think it is a good idea
b. Like doing = you do something because you enjoy doing it

Passive Voice: 
· The truth was told to me (by them)
· I was told the truth (by them)
· It is more common to make passive sentences with the person or people as the subject; those are the common verbs which are followed by two objects: bring, buy, give, lend, offer, owe, pay, promise, refuse, send, show, teach, tell
· So, between both sentences, the most common would be "I was told the truth."
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
